It sets a high standard but it was
more expensive, so it isunrealistic to think that the new work would match it in every way. Unfortunately it fails to
match it in any way. It is perhaps more fair to compare it to "The Wines of Spain and Portugal," a British 1988
publication by Metcafe and McWhirter, which would be roughly the same price today. Unfortunately the new one
delivers about half the information of the earlier work. Its eight pages on Aragon are so skimpy one wonders why it
was included at all. It discusses only the Somontano region. It makes a one-line reference to Campo de Borja and no
mention of Calatayud or Carinena. Thisis despite several wine sellerstelling me that "Calatayud reds are the new
inexpensive favorite for group functions." (I confess | have found several Calatayud redsthat | really like.) The
Introduction of the book is also thin, and the text is corrupted. Between page xvi and xx the pages are scrambled, or
perhaps just some of the information on the pages. Topics and/or sentences which should be continued on the next
page are not. I'm not familiar with Interlink Press, but surely they can do better than this, and surely they should have
caught it before they shipped.

All maps have a compass with west opposite
north and south opposite east - incorrect compass directions also occur in the text; towns/ roads / highways and
bodegas mentioned in the text are not shown or at least not labelled on the maps. There isamajor disconnect between
the maps, text and photos eg a photo of Montillaisin the Jerez section and vice versa, also incorrect photo captions eg
Osborne cellars said to be in Jerez when actually in El Puerto; the area of Bierzo is shown on the map in the Castille
section of the guide, but the text for this areais in the northwest Spain section of the guide (the map of which does not
show the Bierzo area).A previous reviewer described the scrambled text in the introduction - also occurred in my copy.
