It was originally published in 1945, so I consider it to be kind of a 
viticultural history book. The author was a contemporary and friend of legends like Frank Schoonmaker and Dr. 
Maynard Amerine. It was written in an era when the professors were saying, "I wonder if we can grow Cabernet 
Sauvignon here?" In Washington State Dr. Walter Clore (bless him) spent his entire career dancing around that 
question. Finally, the Columbia boys from UW just went over and planted some.Still, this book contains valuable info 
and is clearly expressed.
